Drop off/ Collection: 
Thank you to all parents/carers who drop off and collect their children on 
time. This really helps our sessions to run smoothly and ensures your child 
can make the most of his/her time at Honeypot. However, we are still 
experiencing problems with children being collected late. If a child is left 
uncollected at the end of a session, it is a legal requirement that two 
members of staff remain on the premises to supervise them. These staff 
members must be paid for any time worked outside their contracted hours. 
Therefore, from the start of the summer term, we reserve the right to fine 
parents/carers who repeatedly collect their child late without good reason.    
 

Funded children:  
We are currently allocating sessions for the summer term and are aware that some 
parents/carers may have booked more sessions than their child is using. Places in 
all sessions, but especially afternoons, are in very high demand. We would 
therefore be grateful if could let us know if you have booked sessions 
that you will not be using so that these can be allocated to another child. 
Thank you.  
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Headlice advice: 
We have now had several reported cases 
of headlice in the setting. 
Detection: 
If your child has headlice, they may 
complain of an itchy head or you may see 
lice or eggs in their hair. The easiest way 
to check for lice is by combing with a 
plastic, fine-tooth nit comb. Do this over a 
pale surface, such as a paper towel. If 
ǘƘŜǊŜ ŀǊŜ ŀƴȅ ƭƛŎŜ ȅƻǳΩƭƭ ōŜ ŀōƭŜ ǘƻ ǎŜŜ 
them on the scalp or the comb.  
Treatment: 
Using plenty of hair conditioner and while 
the hair is very wet, comb through from 
the roots with a fine-tooth comb. Make 
sure the teeth of the comb slot into the 
hair at the roots with every stroke. Repeat 
every 3-4 days. Alternatively, 
lotions/shampoo can be purchased from a 
pharmacist.
